World Orphan Connection-Project Guidelines
WOC will consider granting $1000 (US Dollars) for a project that meets the guidelines below. We will offer no more than one grant per year per donor organization. 
Definitions of the Term “Orphan”

In order to be considered for project funding, the children who will benefit from the project must be under 18-years-old and 80% of the children served by the applicant organization must meet at least one of the following criteria:

1. Both parents are deceased

2. Both parents have abandoned or deserted the child

3. Parents of child have inexplicitly disappeared or there whereabouts are otherwise unknown (as in the case of civil wars and natural disasters)

4. Parental rights have been terminated and the child has become a ward of the state. This is a “freed child” or, in other words, released from the parents custody

5. Child is under the permanent custody or care other than a parent 

6. Child has a sole parent who is unable to provide care and support for the child according to local standards.

7. Child has on surviving parent who has a shortened life expectancy and will likely be deceased prior to the child turning 18. 

Project Guidelines:

WOC will fund religious organizations from any culture or any belief system, but will not fund projects that are solely religious in nature. WOC is also unable to fund projects that’s intent is to meet the basic needs (food, shelter, water etc.) of the children. See details below. 

1. We will consider any project that enriches the life of the children served socially, educationally, culturally, professionally, emotionally, mentally or physically so long as the project is not solely designed to meet basic needs. For instance, WOC would consider a project that will ensure that children receive proper immunizations etc., but will not fund a project that solely meets the basic needs such as food, water and shelter. 

2. WOC will fund religious organizations from any culture or any belief system, but will not fund projects that are solely religious in nature.

3. Donations for projects must be made to an organization, not an individual. The organization must provide proof of establishment as a recognized organization in their community and have a bank account. In addition, the banking information must reflect the name of the organization, not an individual. Under no circumstances will WOC make a donation in the name of an individual person. 

4. The project that the applicant organization is seeking funds for must benefit at least 25 children AND 80% of these children must fit within one of WOC’s definition of “orphan.”

5. The applicant organization must have a clear budget and a basic business plan as to how the funds will be used within the project, how much the project will cost and how they plan on obtaining all of the needed funds.
6. The applicant organization must provide a list of contributors who have supported them in the past. If they have no previous donors or current funding sources, they must provide a list of other organizations or individuals that they intend to approach for funding. 

7. The applicant organization must successfully answer all of the questions on the Application for Project Funding form.
